The Cloud County Community College men’s soccer team won the NJCAA National 
Championship on Sunday, Nov. 20, with a 4-1 victory over Monroe College, New York. 
German Solano was selected as the tournament’s Most Valuable Player. Luke Huggett 
and Neil O'Sullivan were also named to the All Tournament Team. CCCC soccer coach 
Steve Ralos was named the NJCAA Men’s Soccer Coach of the Year.  This was Cloud 
County Community College’s first appearance at the NJCAA Men’s Soccer National 
Championship. Cloud County ends their season 21-1-3.  The college held a public 
celebration Tuesday, November 22, in Arley Bryant Gymnasium on the college’s 
Concordia campus to honor and celebrate the National Championship with the team. 
College booster club sponsors Biddy Basketball league  
Cloud County Community College along with the Thunderbird Booster Club will be 
hosting the 8th season of Biddy Basketball.  The Biddy Basketball youth league games 
are held at the Concordia Elementary School and will be played each Saturday morning 
in January and end February 11.  Each participant has the opportunity to attend a Skills 
Camp ran by Cloud County head men’s basketball coach Chad Eshbaugh Wednesday, 
December 14 at Arley Bryant Gymnasium on the CCCC campus in Concordia.   

COFFEYVILLE ȣȣȣ The Eta Gamma Chapter of Phi Theta Kappa  traveled to the 
International processing center for Operation Christmas Child in Denver, Colorado to 
help process boxes after the group collected 154 boxes locally.  The students processed 
over 1,600 boxes and donated 110 service hours to help ship shoe boxes full of 
presents to impoverished nations.  This year students shipped boxes to children in 
Haiti, Africa and Mexico. 

For the first time in 
program history, the Ravens have a player listed on the NJCAA All-American Team.  
Grant was listed as a third team selection by the NJCAA.  He was the Ravens’ lead scorer 
this past season and was tied for eighth nationally with 21 goals.

The CCC Academic Challenge Team competed in the Snow Bowl  at Hutchinson, 
Kansas.  CCC went into the final round against Garden City Community College and lost 
the match on the question, “Do you know who wrote Hiawatha?”  CCC placed second in 
the tournament. 
CCC signed a Reverse Transfer Agreement  with Pittsburg State University for the 
Associate Degree completion between the two institutions.  This agreement facilitates 
the seamless transfer of course work from CCC to PSU for transfer students and from 
PSU back to CCC for the completion of Associate Degrees. 
CCC has recently signed an agreement formally recognizing that Southwestern 
College Professional Studies and Coffeyville Community College are both active 
educational partners in providing educational opportunities for currently enrolled and 
potential students at our combined institutions.  CCC’s agreement recognizes our RN to 
BSN program and Psychology/Counseling to Psychology program with Southwestern 
College.  

COLBYȣȣ CCC student Will Clark from Oakley was an intern this fall for 
Representative Tim Huelskamp .  Clark will complete his Associate Degree in May

Harding’s paper A Light in the Abyss: Using 
Technology to Prepare for the Unknown was selected for publication in Volume 7 of 
the Journal. 

JOHNSON CCCȣȢȢ Stan Herd, a Lawrence, Kan. artist known internationally for his 
works, has been commissioned to create a piece on the campus of Johnson County 
Community College.  Herd is known for creating art by using the earth as his canvas. 
One of his famous “earthworks” will be created on the southwestern side of campus 
near the Horticultural Science Center. Its title will be “Kansa Man.”  The design will 
begin with a 90-foot circle on a quarter acre of land between the outdoor horticulture 
garden and the road leading to the sports parking lots. Inside that circle, a petroglyph – 
a drawing or carving on rock in prehistoric times – will be created. Herd said the 
petroglyph was inspired in part by author William Least Heat Moon’s “PrairyErth” 
drawing of an ancient petroglyph in a book of the same name.  Weather permitting, 
Herd said he hopes to begin laying stonework yet this fall, with plantings incorporated 
in the spring and a formal dedication the next fall. 
Johnson County Community College will partner with Studi o 804, a design/build 
program at the University of Kansas School of Architecture and Urban Planning, to 
construct a classroom building on the JCCC campus.  The 3,000-square-foot general 
education building will be located on existing green space between the Science building 
and the three-level Galileo Garden parking garage. Tentatively named Galileo Pavilion, 
the building is to be designed to achieve LEED platinum certification and will house 
two classrooms, a lounge, kitchen and small meeting room.  Construction is expected to 
begin in December with an anticipated completion date in the summer of 2012. 
The JCCC Model United Nations team received two Outstanding Delegation Awards 
at the 2011 Model United Nations Conference Nov. 19-22 in Chicago, Ill.  The first 
accolade was the Policy Overall Best Delegation award, given for best representing the 
policies of JCCC’s assigned country of Cuba. The second was an Outstanding Delegation

conference preparation, team members presented position papers and received 
awards. The position paper serves as a blueprint for building consensus and 
formulating and negotiating workable draft resolutions to resolve issues. 
In the last six years the JCCC Model United Nations has received awards at all 20 
consecutive conferences they have attended, including the 2011 American United 
Nations conference.

Andrew Robertson, a graduate of F.L. Schlagle High School; Brandy 
Hoover, a Bonner Springs graduate; and Topeka native Brandon Elliott Durkes and 
their acting scene partners will be competing in the Region V Irene Ryan Scholarship 
competition to be held at Iowa State University in Ames. Two of the actors from that 
competition and their partners will then be selected to the national American College 
Theatre Festival to be held in Washington, D.C., in April. Funds for the scholarships are 
made available through the Irene Ryan Foundation created by the late actress best 
known for her portrayal of Granny on Ȱ4ÈÅ "ÅÖÅÒÌÙ (ÉÌÌÂÉÌÌÉÅÓ.”
